Papers will not be accepted for publication in the conference book if they do not adhere to these
instructions. Papers should be edited for English language and spell-checked (UK English). Papers
should be saved in a .doc or .docx format with the file name as follows: author’s last name.docx

PAPER TITLE - Font type: Calibri, font size: 14

First name Last name* - Font type Calibri, font size 12

ABSTRACT
Font type: Calibri, font size: 11.
Length of abstract: max 350 words, no references.

Key words: - Font type: Calibri, font size: 11.
Max 5 key words.

1. INTRODUCTION

The whole document should be written in font type: Calibri, font size: 11.

Length of the paper: max 8000 words, including abstract, footnotes and bibliography.

Line spacing: single.

Text Alignment: on both sides (justify).

Reference number has to be after the punctuation mark, if it refers to the whole sentence.’ ONLY if it
refers to a specific word, it can be before the punctuation marks’.

Please write the paper in third person (e.g. “the author believes ...” instead of “I believe ...” and “the
article discusses ...” instead of “I will discuss ...”).

Chapters of the paper should be in CAPITAL LETTERS, bold, font type: Calibri, font size: 11.
Chapters should be numbered, i.e.

2.1. Establishing Breach of Legal Obligation - NOT capital letters, but first letter of each word should
be CAPITAL

2.1.1. The Right to Life — NOT bold, regular type, first letter of each word should be CAPITAL

Where possible, please use ibid.
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BIBLIOGRAPHY

Font type: Calibri, font size: 11.

Line spacing: single.

Text Alignment: on both side (justify).

Same rules apply as for citing footnotes.

Do not include in bibliography treaties, resolutions, declarations and other international documents.
Bibliography should be divided in the following categories: Case law, Books, Articles, Web Sources,
Other sources.

The references should be in alphabetical order, according to the last names of authors.

Line spacing: single.

Text Alignment: on both side (justify).

Please provide a short biography at the end of your paper. The biography should be of maximum ten
lines.
